Olympus KeyMed is unable to make any recommendations in relation to the microbiological 
efficacy of a disinfection/sterilisation solution or process – this should be investigated and 
reviewed by the hospital’s Infection Control Committee or equivalent authority in conjunction 
with other relevant hospital departments, including the user group, risk management team 
and health & safety advisor. 
 
Improvements in user safety and the reduction of patient infection risks are clearly worthwhile 
objectives.  These cannot, however, be introduced without recognising that the disinfectant 
process or solution manufacturer has an obvious responsibility for ensuring instruments are 
not damaged by the process.  Any change in disinfection policy must, therefore, address the 
issue of compatibility with the relevant medical devices.  This need was first recognised in 
the MDA Safety Notice SN 9619, published in July 1996, on “Compatibility of Medical 
Devices and their Accessories and Reprocessing Units with Cleaning, Disinfection and 
Sterilising Agents”.  In this document, the MDA expressed the importance of ensuring 
compatibility of the chosen decontamination regime with existing medical devices.  This has 
more recently been superseded by SN 2001(28) “Compatibility of Medical Devices and 
Reprocessing Equipment with Decontamination Agents”. 
 
With this background, the following information is provided in relation to compatibility of 
various disinfectants with Aloka ultrasound probes.  Please always refer to the instructions 
which are supplied with each probe, for full details on which parts of the probe can be 
immersed in fluid – note, the probe electrical connector should not be exposed to fluid, as it 
is not waterproof.

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1. ADASPOR 

 
Adaspor is a peracetic acid based disinfectant manufactured in Italy by IMS srl and 
marketed in the UK by PuriCore/Sterilox Endoscopy.  Field experience with this 
solution is very limited, but as its chemical make-up is similar to other available 
disinfectants, cosmetic effects may be noted to alloy, plastics and rubbers.  No 
compatibility testing has yet been undertaken by Aloka in Japan, but at this time 
Olympus KeyMed has no plans to introduce restrictions on the provision of service 
contracts, instrument warranties or loan equipment for users of Adaspor.

2. ADAPTACIDE PAAC 

 
We have recently been advised by Advanced Sterilization Products of their intention 
to introduce a new peracetic acid solution called Adaptacide PAAC.  We understand 
that this product has been available in France under a different product name for 
more than two years.  As with all peracetic acid products, some cosmetic effects may 
be noted to alloy, plastics and rubbers. 

 
This solution has not been tested by Aloka in Japan, and therefore does not appear 
on the listing of compatible agents.  Use of this solution will not at this time result in 
restrictions on service contracts or the provision of loans.   

 
3. ALCOHOL WIPES  

 
Probes should not be immersed in alcohol, since long-term contact can cause 
deterioration of components.  Similarly, Olympus KeyMed has been advised by Aloka 
that repeated use of alcohol wipes may lead to damage to the acoustic lens and 
some of the resins utilised.  Alcohol wipes should therefore not be used with Aloka 
probes.

ANIOXYDE 1000, manufactured by Laboratoires Anios, has undergone an evaluation 
by Aloka with a number of its current range of ultrasound probes.  As a result of this 
testing, Aloka has confirmed that this solution is compatible with the probes listed 
below in Table 1.

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10. 2% GLUTARALDEHYDE SOLUTIONS (CIDEX, ASEP, TOTACIDE)  
 
The alkaline glutaraldehyde solutions, Cidex, Asep and Totacide 28 have been in 
widespread use for many years and were considered the ‘benchmark’ against which 
other chemical disinfectants were judged.  These solutions are compatible with Aloka 
ultrasound probes, though discolourisation of the probe may occur.  However, 
because of health and safety concerns, use of glutaraldehyde for disinfection in the 
UK has steadily reduced over the last four or five years.  Cidex and Asep have now 
been discontinued by the manufacturers, but Totacide 28 is still available.  Questions 
related to these products should be directed to the appropriate manufacturer:
